ü PROOF	 OF	 DOG	 VACCINATIONS/TREATMENTS	 –	All	 dogs	 must	 have	 had	
their	 shots	 prior	 to	 boarding	 with	 us.	You	 will	 need	 to	 provide	 proof	 of	
shots/treatments	required,	along	with	vet	book	showing	documentation	for:	

• Distemper	(annual	“combo”	or	“booster”	or	D2PPL)	within	the	last	year	

• Heartworm	treatment	up	to	date	

• Rabies	vaccination	–	1	or	3	yearly	in	accordance	with	local	laws	

• Kennel	cough	“Bordetella”	vaccination	within	the	last	6	months	

• Tick	vaccine	recommended	

ü NO	FLEAS!	 –	All	dogs	are	checked	carefully	 for	 fleas	upon	arrival	and	will	be	
treated	 if	 they	 have	 any	 signs	 of	 fleas.	 A	 charge	 of	 $45	 will	 apply	 for	
treatment.	Please	 apply	 Frontline/Advantage	 (or	 similar)	 to	 your	 dog	 at	
least	10	days	before	boarding.	

ü INTESTINAL	 DEWORMING	 –	Please	 deworm	 your	 dog	 7	 days	 prior	 to	
boarding,	using	either	Panacur	or	Drontol	(or	equivalent).	

ü VETERINARY	 EMERGENCIES	 –	Please	 note	 that	 in	 the	 case	 of	 a	 veterinary	
emergency,	 your	 dog	 will	 be	 taken	 to	 our	 personal	 vet	 unless	 instructed	
otherwise.	All	vet	costs	will	be	added	to	client’s	account.
